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100- GENERAL OVERVIEW & PARTICIPATING PARTIES

MotoSurf is a racing discipline of motorized surfboards racing. Since 2019, this discipline has been
part of the UIM.

MotoSurf is organized in several categories: Elite Men, Elite Women, Stock Men, Masters Men,
Masters Women , Juniors Boys, Juniors Girls and Electric Challenge. The fully electric surfboards are
divided into two main disciplines, MotoSurf Electric Challenge and e-Foils Masters.

101 - UNION INTERNATIONALE MOTONAUTIQUE (UIM)

The UIM is an International Federation, fully recognized by the International Olympic Committee,
governing all motorized water sports worldwide. The UIM is responsible for the organisation,
administration, governance and development of all international powerboat activities, including the
mot ori zed s ur fhdampianshibsandWontinendal GOp Championships.

102 - PROMOTER ( MS WC)

The Promoter is the authorized entity by the UI M fol
Continent al champi onships and is responsible for g«
also communication with the riders and organizers of the World Championship and Continental level

events. The Promoter toget her with the UI M MotoSurf

rulebook, creating advance programme, paddock organization and all formal administration of the
event .UM cédee all the rights related to the organization of the UIM MotoSurf World and
Continental Championships to the Promoter for further exploitation.. The Promoter is responsible for
running the event in terms of compliance with the official UIM MotoSurf rules. The promoter is
responsible for securing a sufficient number of judges and authorized personnel in order to deliver
the event in accordance with the UIM rulebook.

103 - NATIONAL AUTHORITY (NA)
National Powerboating Authority, a member of the UIM.

104 - EVENT ORGANIZER

A partner of the Promoter in terms of hosting and administration of the event. The Organizer works
under the control of the Promoter based on an agreement.

105 - RACE DIRECTION

Race direction is a group of officials that control the event according to current Ul M r iHe Kace
Direction is appointed by the Promoter. The Race Direction includes the following roles:

- Sport Director

- Time Keeper

- Video referee

- Technical Scrutineer

- Medical Director

108 - RIDERS

Participants of the events being on control of their surfboards on the water that are properly registered
for each event complying with all administration procedures as in valid UIM rules and instructions of
the Promoter & Event organizer.

109 - SAFETY STAFF

To ensure maxi mum safety f oithatdhere isysafety \stafiiptesentthadt i s nec
includes:

a. Doctori necessary part of the safety staff for each event. The doctor is a person in charge
of on-shore health care. Wit hout a doctor, none of the sessior
point during the event the doctor has to leave the race venue because of an emergency case
occurred during the event, the water then becomes closed.

b. Ambul £frewei responsi bl e for necessary heal th me a s
of i njured person tAt tlheea sne ao neandt erevbousl gatntcael way s be
presentatt he race venue.

110 - UIM COMMISSIONER
110.01 - GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The presence of a UIM Commissioner is required at any International titled meeting. The function of
the Commissioner must be fulfilled most carefully. As soon as UIM gets the Commissioners
agreement, the Secretary General of the UIM will send a letter to the National Authority informing
them that the Commissioner has been designated for the events referred in the letter.

No Commissioner will be appointed to an Event organised by his/her National Authority, unless a
derogation agreed by MotoSurf Committee.

The UIM Commissioner sent to the competitions must come from a Nation near to the organizing one
and not from different continents.

National Authorities are requested to send yearly to the UIM Secretariat a list of candidate
Commissioners with the following data:

- Name, address, telephone, and e-mail

- Languages spoken

- languages read and understood

- At what times the candidate is at disposal

- Knowledge in sports and technical matters

An UIM Commissioner shall be chosen by the UIM Secretary General in coordination / consultation
with the chairperson of the MotoSurf Committee from the listings provided by National Authorities and
by the MotoSurf Committee.The UIM commissioner cannot be appointed to an Event organised by
his/her own National Authority unless by special reasons.

110.02 - FUNCTIONS OF THE UIM COMMISSIONER

a) Assist the local organiser and more particularly the O.0.D.

b) Approve last minute amendments to the advance i programme

c) Ensure that the course is in accordance with the water registration

d) Take part in important decision making during the race with Race Direction.
e) Take part in urgent decision making with the Race Direction

f) Take part in urgent decision making with the Race Direction and the organising promoter, in
matters related to the overall organisation.

110.03 - UIM COMMISSIONERS GUIDELINES

On the day prior the first race / practice day, a meeting shall be held between the UIM Commissioner
and the race organizers / officials, and the promoter to review all aspects of the race organization.
Time for the meeting will be at 18:00, unless otherwise agreed.

110.04 - AFTER THE RACE RESPONSIBILITIES

As soon as the results are verified, the National Authority and the UIM Commissioner forwards these
results to the UIM Secretariat.

After the event, the UIM Commissioner sends his/her report to the UIM Secretariat by using the official
form, within ten days after the race. The official results of the Event must be enclosed with the report.
The reports are considered as confidenti al matter an

110.05 - ACOMMODATION AND TRAVEL EXPENSES

Travel expenses must be compensated by the organizers to the Commissioner from his/her place of
residence to the race venue on basis of return air ticket, economy class. If the organisers do not offer
daily meals and local transportation to the Commissioner, they must be paid actual costs or a
minimum of 60 euro per day.

At the first briefing of each racing weekend,t he r i derRi @é¢resd Chmmiihitelr consi s
of three persons representing three different categories. This Commission communicates with the

0.0.D. in terms of safety reasons for the event and decisions made in unusual situations that occur

In case the riders do not elect the three representatives, the Commission of Riders is nominated by
the 0.0.D.
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200 - GENERAL RULES

201 - RACER REGISTRATION

Rider registration takes place at the location and time specified in the preliminary program
published before the event. The preliminary program and registration are available on the
organizer's website.

A Rider who did not go through the registration process will not be allowed to participate at

any session during the race weekend. To complete the registration process, every rider has to

pay the entry fee for the race. Such entry fee will be specified in the advance program
published prior to the event.

The instructions about registration will be sent by the Promoter.

Every rider must have an international licence issued by his/her national powerboating
authority that is a member of the UIM. Every rider needs to have a private insurance for extreme
sports. The third party liability insurance is covered by the Promoter.

Every rider shall fill the registration from and sign a waiver of participation at the event.

Each rider must register for the category compliant with the age and skill range each category
is designed for.

A Rider under 18 years of age has to deliver an official form signed by his/her legal
representative. Such form will be provided by the Promoter of the event upon request or will
be available in the advance programme sent prior to the event.

In case there is a rider below the minimum age for the category he/she is applying to, legal
guardian can ask the Promoter for exception. Such exception is granted solely based on
decision of the Promoter. Start number assignment 2B per the official website of the Promoter.

202 - RACING LICENCES

202.01 - COMPULSORY LICENCE

No one can take part in a UIM race, establish or improve a UIM record in International class
boats, without being in Possession of an International licence from his/her National
Authorit y. In order to obtain an International licenc e or Super Licence , followin g disclaime r
must be signed by the licenc e holder: i Teén undersigned.. . Licensed pilot (licence n° ),
participating in UIM sanctioned events, yields the media rights of any coverage by the promoter
taken during the Event, to the UIM for further use by press, radio or television. The right
however remainst he property of the undersignedo.
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In addition, | herewith agree and acknowledge the following:

UIM is the governing rule making body of UIM racing events which are responsibly organized

by clubs, national authorities of UIM, contracted promoters or other organizers. These
organizers do not act on behalf of the UIM and UIM is not responsible for any act or omission
of such organizer and shall not be liable to the participant accordingly.

The UIM sport and technical rules are intended to minimize risks but they cannot provide the
highest possible safety standards at all times. Residual risks might remain.

Enforcement of the rules by UIM or other race officials and in particular but not limited to the
technical scrutineering does not guarantee the safety of racing or the safety of the
scrutineered boat. Scrutineering is not intended as a construction/ condit ion survey. The
racing license issued by the National Authority or a super license issued by the UIM does not
guarantee that a rider is physically able to race safely nor that he/she has sufficient experience

or education.

Teams and riders are solely responsible for their own safety including but not limited to their
physical and educational ability to race in the relevant class, the safety of their boats and other
gear and the safety of their racing activity. This responsib ility includes racing with prudence
and taking technical measures which are not mandatory in the rules but deemed necessary.

UIM shall not be liable for any damage, injury or death due to inadequate rules, breach of
existing rules by participants or failure to enforce

The signed disclaimer can be requested by the UIM commissioner at any UIM sanctioned
event.

202.02 - REGISTRATION

The National Authority establishes each year a list of people to whom International licences
have been delivered and this must be sent to the UIM Secretariat . The list must include : the
name and surname , the addres s and email, the class(es) for International Licence only and the
Anti -Doping Consent Form of UIM Anti -Doping Rules duly signed for acceptance. Any Person

wishing to obtain a licence must apply to the National Authority through his/her club.

Thelicenc e is grante d by the National Authorit y andis markedii | nt e r noag decide chbly the
National Authorit y. Licence holders must have a current UIM rule book.

Any National Authority has the right to deliver licences to:
- its nationals

- nationals of another country a ffiliated to the UIM only with the written agreement of the
National Authority of that nation.

With the approval of the UIM a National Authority may also deliver licences to Persons
belonging to a country which is not yet affiliated to the UIM. Riders are only permitted to hold
licences from one National Authorit y. A National Authority may refuse to give a licence without
having to state the reason. Notification of this is sent to all a ffiliated clubs and to the UIM.

Severe sanctions should be applied by national authorities that do not comply with.
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202.03 - VALIDITY OF LICENCES

Licence s are valid from the 1st of January until the 31st of December each year, unles s local
circumstance s require other dates, but validity should always be shown on the licence itself,
and must be for one year. A licence is valid in any country affiliated to the Union and entitles
the holder to enter or drive in his/her boat in all competitions organise d in any affiliate d
countr y, provide d he/she complie s with what is stated in the UIM general racing rules.
However, for any Event held under special rules, the licence holder must abide by the rules in
question.

202.04 - COST OF LICENCE

The cost of the yearly licence is to be fixed by the National Authorit y.

202.05 - EXAMINATION OF LICENCES

At any meeting, the holder must produce his/her licence at the request of any o fficial of the
meeting.

202.06 1 CANCELLATION OF LICENCE
Intentionally left blank
202.07 - PSEUDONYM

The Use of a pseudonym must be requested to the National Authority and the National
Authority marks the pseudonym on the licence.

A licence holder, as long as he/she is listed under a pseudonym, may not take part in any
sports Event under any other name.

Changing a pseudonym is subject to the same formalities as the adoption of it. Anyone who
has chosen a pseudonym may not return to his/her actual name until the National Authority

has agreed and has delivered a new licence. The rider may only race under hi s/her name or
the pseudonym written on the licence.

203 - ADVANCE PROGRAMME

The Promoter shall publish an Advance Programme no later than 60 days prior to the Event,

in order to inform all riders about important facts regarding the event organization. Every rider
has to confirm to the Promoter their participation at the event as specified in the Advance
Programme.

204 - RACE ENTRY FEE

Race entry fee shall be defined in each Advance Programme before every event.
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205 - EVENT STAFF
205.01 - O.0.D (OFFICER OF THE DAY)

Of ficer of t he Day i s responsi bl e for supervising
the official rulebook of the race. Officer of the Day has the main decision-making right regarding the

race format and organization schedule. Officer of the Day is authorized to change/update the

schedule, cancel the session and the entire event. Officer of the Day communicates with the
representatives of the Ri d e€C s rami t Qfficex of the Day is responsible for the camera system

observing the race track during the sessions.

205.02 - SPORT DIRECTOR

Carries out the inspection of Spoti Biredor mes keempiome i dfl et |
carrying out racing matters in accordance with the r
cancelling of a session. Sport Director is responsible for carrying out the communication with riders,

preparation of entry lists and  publishing the results and all race information. Sport Director is

responsible for sport coordination on the water as well as draft of the Race Course and for the

building coordination.

205.03 7 TIMEKEEPER

Carries out the time keeping of the qualification and all heats and finals, performs digital/manual
recording of the qualification and all heats and finals. The Timekeeper is always backed up in
time keeping by a second person (might be O.0.D) who backs up time keeping by manual keeping
and recording the lap times into the race weekend records.

205.04 - VIDEO REFEREE

Video referee is responsible for providing evidence of happenned situations during the official
session. Such evidence serve to Race Direction or Protest Judge in order to evaluate protests
or penalties.

205.05 - TRACK OBSERVERS

Observes the riders on the track whether they ride the race in conformity with the rules. Based on the
track observing, the Track Referee informs the O.0O.D about any incorrect riding actions. Such actions
shall be verified on the camera recordings so that the O.O.Dmay impose penalties, if applicable.

205.06 - START MARSHAL

Carries out the starting procedure; the start marshal may cancel the heat or the Final or call a restart
procedure. Start marshal acts in close cooperation with Race Direction and under supervision
of the O.0.D. and Sport Director.

205.07 - FLAG MARSHAL

The Flag marshal is responsible for the flag signalization and for the signalization of the number of
remaining laps in each particular session. The Flag Marshall is in radio contact with Race Direction.

205.08 - PITS AREA COORDINATOR

Prepares the riders for the st aRefArtaltbd assi sts at the
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205.09 - TECHNICAL SCRUTINEER

The Technical scrutineer is in charge of technical affairs at the race. Technical check and rider's
equipment check is the main task of the Technical scrutineer as well as supervising the service
departmentateachgi ven venue.

205.10 - MEDICAL DIRECTOR

The Medical director is authorized to declare a rider fit or unfit for participation in a given
session/part of the weekend/whole weekend.

205.11 - RESCUE TEAM

The Rescue Team is responsible for operations on the water. There has to be at least one rescuer on
the water every time the session is underway. The Rescue Team is in constant contact with the O.0O.D.
The Rescue Team can request a session interruption, delay or cancellation in case of emergency.
More roles can be carried out by one person in case such person is qualified enough, experienced
and capable of executing such role. In case the event scale does not require so, some of the roles
may remain unoccupied. The above-mentioned circumstances are evaluated and decided by the
0.0.D.

205.12 - FACILITY DIRECTOR

The Facility Director is responsible for the preparation of the race venue, including track setup,

the ridersé support area (paddock), and the parc fer
all facilities are ready and fully functional to support a sm ooth race, both for racers and for

race direction. Responsibilities include maintaining order throughout the venue, providing

functional supplies during the event, ensuring a clean environment, and implementing a

proactive environmental approach towards th e race venue.

before the event. Medical Director is authorized to request medica | reports and evaluate
declaration of state T fit / un -fit to race. The final declaration of fit /un  -fit shall be stated latest
one day before the first official session of the event starts.

206.02.02 - ALCOHOL TESTING

The 0.0.D., Race Secretary, Protest Judge or Promoter may, through medical staff, require
any participant to undergo alcohol testing at any time. Tests are performed by medical staff

and results reported to Race Direction. A positive test or refusal to comply is deemed a breach

of the rules and results in immediate disqualification from the event. If a participant is
disqualified for a positive test more than once in a season, they are suspended from all
remaining events of the Championship for that season.

206.02.03 - ANTI-DOPING MEASURES

The Anti-doping regulations are based upon the world anti-doping Code. The valid Anti-Doping code
for the UIM MotoSurf International events is WADA (World Anti-Doping Agency). List of prohibited

207.01.02 - PRELIMINARY CHECK OF THE BOARDS

Before each new session, the Technical Scrutineer has right to conduct a check of the board to ensure
its compliance with the technical specifications. In case of suspicion, the Technical Scrutineer is
authorized to:

- Interrupt the procedure, request delay for further analysis of the technical conditions of the board
and its compliance with the technical regulations. In case the board is not compliant with the technical
regulations for each particular category, the rider is immediately disqualified from the entire event and
all his/her points are nullified. In case the surfboard is compliant with the technical regulations, the
procedure continues and the rider enters the upcoming session.

- Let the procedure to continue and conduct the technical check of the surfboard after the particular
session. The board shall be taken to the parc fermé immediately after finishing the session where the
Technical Scrutineer conducts the technical check. In case the board is not compliant with the
technical regulations for particular category where the rider starts, the rider is disqualified from the
entire event and all so far collected points are nullified. In case the board is compliant with the technical
regulations for the particular category, the rider normally continues in the event.

207.02 - AFTER THE SESSION

After the session the boards will be checked immediately after Heats and Finals sessions. The riders
that finished their ride will bring the boards back to the Parc Fermé at earliest possible convenience.
It is forbidden to bring the board back to the paddock without going through the Parc Fermé.

Within the limit of 6 minutes, the board is inspected. It is decided whether the machine is OK,
technically does not meet the given category, or if there are further doubts meaning that the
machine must be examined in more detail.

The Technical Scrutineer is authorized to take a sample of fuel for further analysis to check compliance
with the fuel regulations. Breaching the rule of the equal fuel provided by the organizer will be penalized
by O.0.D. based on decision of the Technical Scrutineer. The Technical Scrutineer has right to DSQ
the rider from the session after which the discrepancy was found or from the entire event.

If there is a breach to rules found during the Parc Fermé After the session check and the Technical

Scrutineer announced further action on such board, such board has to remain in Parc Fermé until the
moment the Technical Scrutineer takes further action.
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207.03 - SUPERVISION OF THE BOARD IN CASE OF TECHNICAL RULES BREACH

A motorized surfboard suspected from a technical rules breach, which can only be verified
only by dismantling, will remain in a protected mode, just like the drawn surfboards, until the

end of the race / race day and verification. Subsequently, all repairs and modifications will only

be made with the consent and part icipation of the technical commissioner. At the time window
announced by the Technical Commissioner, the motorized surfboard will be dismantled and in

case of a violation of the rules, all resul  ts from the on -going event will be cancelled.

300 - SPORT RULES

A rider can only compete in one category during a racing weekend, with exception of the
Electric Challenge category.

301.01 - ELITE MEN

The Elite Men category is open to riders of male biological gender who have reached a
minimum age of sixteen (16) years within the relevant calendar year.

Eligibility to compete in the Elite Men category is conditional upon the rider having
successfully completed at least one (1) officially recognized race in the Stock Men category
during the preceding competition year. A rider competing in the Elite men cat egory having
finished in Top 8 in the previous season and is younger than 40 years may only compete in

the Elite Men category in the next following season.

A rider having competed in two or more rounds in the Elite Men category must remain in this
category until the season finishes.

An exception to these requirements may be granted at the sole discretion of the Motosurf
Committee, based on the ridero6s demonstrated exper
relevant considerations.

The category is open in terms of manufacturersd plu
according to Paragraph 8 of the rulebook (Technical inspection). Further specifications can be
found in section 7.1. of the rulebook.

301.02 - ELITE WOMEN

The Elite Women category is open to riders of female biological gender who have reached a
minimum age of sixteen (16) years within the relevant calendar year.

The category is closed from a manufacturer perspective, the only accepted board

specifications are JetSurf Race DFI 2021 and newer JetSurf DFI models. Further specifications
can be found in section s 7.5 and 8. of the rule book.
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301.03 - STOCK MEN

The Stock Men category is open to riders of male biological gender who have reached a
minimum age of fifteen (15) years within the relevant calendar year.

A rider who wins the overall season championship in the Stock Men category shall not be
eligible to compete in the Stock Men category in the next following season. Such rider shall

be automatically promoted to the Elite Men category, unless otherwise deter mined by the
MotoSurf Committee.

The category is closed from a manufacturer perspective, the only accepted board
specifications are JetSurf Titanium DFI 2021 and newer JetSurf Titanium DFI models. Further
specifications can be found in section s 7.4 and 8. of the rule book.

301.04 - MASTERS MEN

The Masters Men category is open to riders of male biological gender who have reached a
minimum age of forty (40) years within the relevant calendar year.

The category is open in terms of manufacturersod plu
according to section 8 of the rulebook (Technical inspection). Further specifications can be
found in section 7.1. of the rulebook.

301.05 - MASTERS WOMEN

The Masters Women category is open to riders of female biological gender who have reached
a minimum age of thirty (30) years within the relevant calendar year.

The minimum number of participants in the category is 5 riders. If the minimum number is not
met, the category for the given race will be cancelled and the riders in the Masters Women
category will start in the Elite Women category.

The category is closed from a manufacturer perspective, the only accepted board
specifications are JetSurf Race DFI 2021 and newer JetSurf DFI models. Further specifications
can be found in section s 7.5 and 8. of the rule book.

specifications are JetSurf Race DFI 2021 and newer JetSurf DFI models. Further specifications
can be found in section s 7.5 and 8. of the rulebook.
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301.08 - ELECTRIC CHALLENGE

TheElectric Challengeategory is open to riders of maland femalebiological gender who have
reached a minimum age dfixteen(16) years within the relevant calendar year.

The minimum number of participants in the category is 5 riders. If the minimum number is not met,
the category for the given race will be cancelled

301.09 - EXCEPTIONS

If a rider does not meet the minimum age requirements for a given category and finishes the
previous season in the top three, he/she may transfer to another category with the consent of
the Motosurf Committee and solely upon the request of the rider or his /her legal representative.

In case a rider finishes the previous season in the Top 3 and achieves at least one podium
result, the Motosurf Committee has the right to move the rider to another category before the
start of the new season.

The Motosurf Committee reserves the right to change the category chosen by the rider when
registering for the race and also has the option to cancel his/her registration for the race.

Boards that do not meet the category specifications may only be allowed to compete with the
approval of the Motosurf Committee .

302 - THE TRACK, GENERAL DESCRIPTION

Riders may enter the race track only through the designated entrance area. The exact location
and direction of entry will be announced before the first session. All rider entry onto the track
shall be coordinated by the Pit Area Coordinator.

303.02 - SAFE RIDE

Safe ride is the only way to achieve good sports performance and to minimize injuries during races.
Therefore, all riders shall comply with the safety pr

303.03 - SAFE EXIT FROM THE TRACK DURING THE RACE

A safe exit from the race track is defined as leaving the course without crossing the active
racing line. The rider must continue in the direction of travel, outside the buoy line, and
proceed toward the designated exit area.

A rider shall never change direction or cross the race track when exiting. Any such action is
considered a serious breach of safety and will result in a penalty.

303.04-SAFE EXI'T FROM THE TRACK AFTER THE RACE

A safe exit from the race track is defined as leaving the course without crossing the active
racing line.

After passing through the finish gate, the rider must:

a) if the exit point to the race track is before the finish gate: continue in the direction
of travel, outside the buoy line, toward the exit area;

b) if the exit point is after the finish gate: take the shortest safe route directly to the
exit area.

A rider shall never block the finish gate, turn inside it, or pass through it in the opposite
direction. Such actions are considered a serious breach of safety and will result in penalty.
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303.05 - SIGNALS INDICATING A POTENTIAL INJURY DURING A SESSION

If a serious situation occurs which may endanger the health of participants or require
immediate medical attention, the following procedures apply:

a) If the injured rider can signal, he/she shall raise one hand from the water and lift
the nose of the board while lying on it.

b) If the injured rider is not capable of signaling, the rider who notices the incident
shall immediately raise one hand and ride towards the injured rider.

c) Other riders who see the injured rider, or the raised hand of a rider providing
assistance, shall raise their hand and leave the race track safely.

d) If the Track Referee notices an injured rider, he/she shall signal to stop the race
by waving a red flag above the head. Riders must exit the track safely following
the exit rules. A red flag indicates that rescue and emergency services are
immediately act ivated.

Any injured rider must undergo medical examination.

303.06 - SIGNALS INDICATING A POTENTIAL TECHNICAL ISSUE

I n the event of such a technical problem t hat requ
interruption of the race, the rider raises his/ her
above his/her head.

I n case of an injury or serious technical i ssue, t h

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310 - LAPS SIGNALS

For better orientation in the race distance, the current lap is signalled to the riders. Signals are given
based on the leading rider position. Flag marshal signals the number of laps in descending order. In
case a lapping rider goes too close to a lapped rider, the signal is valid for the rider in the more forward
position.

311 - PROPER RIDE DEFINITION
311.01 - PROPER POSTURE

311.02 - PROPER DIRECTION

The official track riding direction is announced dur.i

must always follow this direction.

Riding in the opposite direction, turning around on the track, or attempting to re -pass a buoy
after missing it is strictly prohibited. Any such action constitutes a serious breach of safety
regulations and may result in disqualification from the respectiv e session.

312 - STARTING PROCEDURE

There are two methods to initiate or restart a race:

A Flying start, also known as a rolling start
A Start from the shore, also known as a standing start

312.01 - FLYING (ROLLING) START

A flying (rolling) start is one of the methods to initiate or restart a race. In this type of start, racers are
arranged in the starting area in a predetermined formation and proceed to the start line, following
the start signal from the start marshal:

A The leading rider is responsible for maintaining the formation before and when the green flag
is raised. If the starting procedure is repeated due to the green flag not being raised, the
leading rider remains responsible for correct formation.

A The leading rider must not ride too slowly (in displacement mode of cruising).

A The leading rider must not ride too quickly to ensure the formation can be maintained by the
other riders.

A The leading rider must maintain a consistent speed and riding style to ensure a smooth

starting procedure for the others. If the leading rider repeatedly changes speed or riding style,
they will be moved to the last position in the group after the second occurrence.

A If the start procedure is repeated, the leading rider must turn the entire group at a safe
distance from the start marshal, respecting the space limits for turning the group.
Riders with surfboards must line up for the flying (rolling) start in the following order:

A The leading rider initiates the formation, and the other riders follow.

A The tip (bow) of the next rider's surfboard must follow the end (stern) of the previous rider's
surfboard without overlapping.
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A The vertical distance (along the racetrack direction) between two riders must not exceed the
length of two boards.

A The horizontal distance between riders must be at least an arm's length.

A The second row (rider number 7) must start at least half a board length behind rider number

6 and must be positioned between rider number 5 and alignment with rider number 6. If rider
number 7 follows in line with riders number 1-6, they will be considered as part of the first row
and penalized with a Jump Start penalty.

A If a rider intentionally slows down during the starting procedure or maintains a distance
longer than two board lengths from the previous rider, they will be penalized with the last start
position in the next starting procedure. Other riders maintaining proper distances will not be
penalized with a Jump Start penalty.

The start marshal is typically positioned on the opposite side of the formation from the
leading rider unless otherwise decided by the Officer of the Day (O.0.D.).

The formation type is announced by the O.0O.D. during the briefing before race heats and can be
one of the following:

The starting method (flying start or starting blocks start) is determined by the O.0.D. and
announced during the riders briefing. The decision takes into account the natural conditions

of the race location, with the highest priority given to rider safety. The final decision is always
made by the O.0.D., prioritizing safety above all.

314 - THE PRACTICE START

The practice start is used to teach the starting procedure that will be used during the ongoing races.

315 - RESTART

In the event of a race interruption, the O.0.D. may order a restart. Riders shall resume from the
same starting positions as at the beginning of the interrupted race.

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317 - RACE PENALTIES

The O0.0.D may impose any one of the penalties below on any driver involved in an Incident:

1. Time penalty

a. 100% of announced lap time
b. 60% of announced lap time

d. 15 seconds time penalty
e. 10 seconds time penalty
f. 5 seconds time penalty
2. Position drop (the number of positions depends on the decision of the O.0.D)

317.02 - JUMP START PENALTY

The penalty for a jump start is 100% of lap time earlier announced by O.O.D.
Jump starts will be judged based on a camera recording.
Actions will be judged by the O.0.D.

317.03 - MISSED BUOQOY

0 If by missing the buoy the rider gains a significant advantage, he will be awarded with a
time penalty based on the decision of the O.0.D.
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317.04 - FORCED MISSED BUOY (DUE TO NECESSITY OF PASSING AN OBSTACLE IN THE
WATER)

If a rider misses a buoy due to an obstacle in the water, safety reasons, or being forced off the
track by another rider, the standard penalty for a missed buoy may not apply. The obstacle
must be physically present and obstructing the buoy line at the exa ct time when the rider is
approaching or attempting to pass the buoy. A rider may not decide in advance to skip a buoy
because of an obstacle observed earlier.

In all cases, the rider must rejoin the course without gaining any advantage in time or position.
If an advantage is obtained, a time penalty will be applied.

All such incidents will be reviewed by Race Direction using official camera footage, and the
determination of whether the buoy was missed under forced circumstances rests with the
0.0.D.

317.05 - MISSING MORE BUOYS

If a rider misses more than 3 buoys in the same lap, then the rider is disqualified from the
session.

This rule does not apply if the rider falls in the water, he/she is allowed to miss 1 buoy (or 2
buoys in the slalom section) and these buoy(s) are not taken as missed buoys.

31706-LATE STAND UP ON THE SURFBOARD

During the start from the starting blocks the rider shall stand up on the motorized surfboard
within the first turning buoy.

After falling into the water, the rider is obligated to stand up back on his/her surboard within
two buoys.

If the rider fails to meet this rule, he/she will be penalised by a time penalty of 10 seconds.

317.07 - LATE ARRIVAL OR ABSENCE ON THE BRIEFING

All briefings are mandatory for all the riders that are still racing during the particular weekend
(not mandatory for riders that abandoned the race).

In case of failing to attend the briefing:

0 2 or more absence = disqualification from the event
If there is a serious reason for not attending the briefing, the penalty w 0 n Betapplied. In this

case, the rider has to contact the race direction before the briefing.

317.08 - TECHNICAL INFRINGEMENTS

If a rider commits an infringement of the technical rules described in Articles 7 and 8, they may
be penalised by disqualification from the session, the entire race day, or the whole race
weekend.

The severity of the penalty will be assessed by the Technical Commissioner and the O.0.D.
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317.09 - IRRESPONSIBLE RIDING

Irresponsible riding is understood as riding which is considered dangerous and may lead to injury of
the rider herself/himself or injury of others or intends any unsportsmanlike behaviour. The types of
irresponsible riding are as following:

0 Knowingly gaining an advantage

0 Dangerous overtaking manoeuvre

0 Causing a collision

0 Forcing another rider of the track

0 Riding in the wrong direction than stated by the race direction
0 Disobeying orders from the race direction

Such actions will be reviewed by the judges or the camera footage. Penalty is imposed by the
decision of the O.0.D.

317.10 - PENALTIES FOR UNSPORTSMANLIKE CONDUCT

In case of un sportsmanlike behaviour, the O.0.D. has the right to impose any of the card
penalties described in 16.6.5.

318 - RACE FORMAT
318.01 - FREE PRACTICE SESSION (FP)

For practice sessions, riders are divided into groups according to Championship standings  f
available . For the first race of the season, standings from the previous season may be used.
Each group shall have its own practice schedule.

A rider who misses his/her assigned practice may
with prior confirmation from Race Direction.

Free Practice begins with the green flag signal. At this signal, riders may enter the race track.
Entry from the starting block is strictly prohibited, and no rider may gain an advantage by
performing additional practice starts. Any rider who performs a pr actice start from the starting
block during Free Practice will be penalized.

The session ends with the display of the checkered flag.

318.02 - WARM UP SESSION (WUP)

Warm up session is held before the heats to warm up the riders, check out the racecourse and warm
up the motorized surfboards. Riders are sorted into groups based on the same principle as for the
Free Practice. It is forbidden to enter the race track from the starting block and getting an advantage
of more practice starts. In case a rider makes a practice start from the starting block in the Free
practice session, such rider will be penalized for Penalty according to Art.17.
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318.03 - QUALIFYING SESSION (QP)

318.03.01 - QUALIFYING DEFINITION

Qualification is a mandatory stage of the race. Each rider shall complete two timed laps in the
announced riding direction.

The fastest recorded lap time determines the pole position. The rider with pole position shall
lead the group in case of a flying start or select the first starting position in case of a start from
the shore.

In the event of identical lap times, the second  -best lap time shall be used to determine the
order. If the times remain identical, the affected riders shall draw lots under the supervision of
Race Direction.

Riders who fail to record a qualifying lap time shall start from the back of the grid.

318.03.02 - QUALIFICATION PAIRS (TWO RIDERS)

Pairs are determined according to Championship standings , if available , with riders of closest
points forming pairs in top  -to-bottom order. In the case of an odd number of riders, the top
two riders shall start together, and the last rider may qualify alone.

The two riders enter the track simultaneously under the direction of the Track Marshal.

The first rider positions in the designated waiting area and starts upon the green flag signal.

The rider shall not pass the start gate before the signal, nor cause intentional delays. Any
delay will be penalized. Timekeeping begins when the rider passes t hrough the start gate and
ends after crossing it again. If the rider falls or chooses not to resume the lap, he/she shall
raise one hand. A green flag will then signal authorization to attempt the second qualification

lap.

The second rider positions in the designated area and starts upon the green flag signal,
approximately when the first rider has completed 50% of the lap.

Each pass through the gate is signaled by a green flag (continue) or a checkered flag (end of
run). After finishing, riders shall exit the track immediately via the designated exit point to clear
the course for the next pair.

Each rider may complete up to two qualification laps. In the event of obstruction caused by

another riderds fall or by an obstacle on the racing
to a maximum of three laps. Any further exception may be granted on ly by the O.0.D.

318.03.03 - QUALIFICATION TRIO (THREE RIDERS)

Trios are determined according to Championship standing s, if available, with riders of closest
points forming groups of three in top  -to-bottom order. If the number of riders does not allow
forming full trios, the last session may consist of two riders or a single rider qualifying alone.

The three riders enter the track simultaneously under the direction of the Track Marshal.

The first rider positions in the designated waiting area and starts upon the green flag signal.

The rider shall not pass the start gate before the signal, nor cause intentional delays.
Timekeeping begins when the rider passes through the start gate and end s after crossing it
again. If the rider falls or chooses not to resume the lap, he/she shall raise one hand. A green

flag will then authorize the start of the next lap.
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The second rider positions in the designated area and starts upon the green flag signal,
approximately when the first rider has completed 33% of the lap.

The third rider positions in the designated area and starts upon the green flag signal,
approximately when the second rider has completed 33% of the lap.

Each pass through the gate is signaled by a green flag (continue) or a checkered flag (end of
run). After finishing, riders shall exit the track immediately via the designated exit point to clear
the course for the next group.

Each rider may complete up to two qualification laps. In the event of obstruction caused by
another riderds fall or by an obstacle on the racing
to a maximum of three laps. Any further exception may be granted on ly by the O.0.D.

318.04 - DIVISION OF RIDERS INTO GROUPS

Riders are divided into groups based on the total number of registered riders, as determined
on the day of registration. No additional entries shall be accepted after registration is closed.

Groups are formed according to the official qualifying results. The qualifying winner shall lead
Group A, the second -place rider shall lead Group B, and so on. The detailed logic of group
assignment is specified in the next section of this Rulebook.

318.05 - HEAT 1, HEAT 2, HEAT 3, HEAT 4 (HT)

All Heats have the same direction as the qualification. The heat consists of a number of laps described
in section 307 of this rulebook. The heats are run according to the groups that were created after the

321.05 - EVENTS SCHEDULE UPDATES

Race format may be updated based on the decision of the O.O.D. in order to react on current weather
situation or other environmental aspects. The minimum requirements for validity of the event format
as in Art. 22.1. of this rulebook.

321.06 - MINIMUMAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE EVENT SESSIONS

In order to claim the event valid and to award points to the championship, the event has to
fulfil minimum these sessions:

a) Minimum number of FP: 1

b) Qualifying: 1 (obligatory part of the event)
C) Minimum number of heats per class: 0

d) Minimum number of Finals: O

In case conditions do not allow  completion of the heats and finals and if only the qualification
is completed, the race winners will be declared based on the qualification results, but no
championship points will be awarded.

321.07 - POINTS SCORING IN CASE OF UPDATED EVENT SCHEDULE

If the event schedule changes the point scoring system will not change and will remain rigid. The
points are assigned only for actually conducted sessions. Assigned points shall not be multiplied in
order to cover the missing sessions.

In case the number of heats is cut to less than 3 (three), in such case, all the heats point scoring
remains valid and none of the heats is dropped.
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322 - NUMBER OF GROUPS

In the MotoSurf World Championships and Continental Cups, there are the track limits and the time
schedule limits that are reflected in the maximum number of groups allowed to every event.

Limit for the maximum attendance of the group is the qualifying, i.e. in case of 30 registered riders to
Elite Men Category, the maximum number of groups is 1 which means only the top 12 will qualify to
the Heats. The riders will qualify through the qualifying session, the top 12 riders proceed to the Heats.
In case of the Stock Men Class, the maximum number of groups is 2 which means the 24 riders can
qualify to the heats. The number of 24.

In case other classes do not reach their maximum allowed number of group, the Stock Men Class
might be extended to 3 groups which means 36 riders in total qualify to the heats through the

qualifying.
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400 1 JURISDICTION

401 - DEFINITIONS

Jurisdiction applies to:

The UIM Aquabike, Circuit, Moto Surf, Offshore and Pleasure Navigation Rules.
401.01

No claim for damages arising from an infringement of any of the UIM rules or the advance
program or any of the race instructions or race bulletins shall be adjudicated upon by any race
committee or appeal authority, but shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the courts.

The crew of a racing Aquabike which acknowledges infringing a rule does not thereby admit
liability for damages. The findings of fact, and the decision of the protest judge shall be
relevant only to the purposes of the powerboat racing rules and shall not be referred to in any
proceedings for damage without the written consent of all parties to the protest.

402 - JUDICIAL BODIES
402.0117 THE PROTEST JUDGE
1. PROTEST JUDGE

A Protest Judge will hear the protests if so foreseen by the class rules. If not foreseen by the

class rules, the UIM may appoint a Protest Judge for a particular event. The Protest Judge
must be named in the Advance Programme. At international ordinary Ev ents, national
jurisdiction rules apply.

2. AUTHORITY AND DUTIES

The Protest Judge sits as long as the event lasts and hears all protests relating to that event.
The Protest Judge must decide as soon as possible on all protests presented during the event.

403 - PROTEST PROCEDURES
403.01 - VALIDITY OF PROTESTS

A protest shall be submitted in writing to the Protest Judge or a designated member of Race
Direction within one hour after the conclusion of the session to which it refers. Protests
submitted after this period will not be considered.

Only a rider may submit a protest, and only in relation to a race in which he or she has
participated. In the case of a blue card, the penalized rider may protest against the penalty.

Joint protests signed by multiple riders will not be accepted.

All protests must be typewritten or handwritten in printed characters in English. They must
clearly state the reason for the protest, include any supporting documents or evidence
available within the submission time, and be accompanied by the protest fee a s defined in the
Protest Fee section of this Rulebook.
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Each protest must be signed by the rider. The Protest Judge or designated Race Direction
member shall, in the presence of the protester, record the official time of receipt.

Any costs incurred in verification shall be borne by the losing party.

A protest may be withdrawn in writing by the protester; in such a case the protest fee is
forfeited.

403.02 - PROTEST FEE

The protest deposit is fixed at 150 EUR and must be handled out with the protest at the time
of submission. The deposit shall be refunded if the protest is upheld; otherwise, it is forfeited.

403.03 - RIGHT OF PROTEST

A protest can be lodged against the posted provisional results or against any decision made by the
0.0.D. or against one or several competitors.

In the event of one driver protesting against a penalty imposed on him and/or one or more drivers
protesting simultaneously against this competitor due to the same incident, the protest judge will have
only one meeting with all concerned drivers being party of this protest procedure. The same applies
if several drivers protest against the same protest judge decision.

A protest can only be lodged on a subject which directly concerns the protester himself. A protest
which complies with these rules cannot be refused by the Protest Judge.

Only one follow-up-protest is allowed against a O.0.D. decision following an initial protest that was
lodged according to the first paragraph of this rule. All parties of the initial protest will automatically
become party to this follow-up-protest and must be invited to the hearing. No protest is permitted
against a Protest Judge decision about a follow-up-protest. Such protest judge decision can only be
contested by appeal.

403.04 - TIME OF LODGING A PROTEST / PROTEST PERIOD

A protest regarding the eligibility of a motorized surfboard, an engine, or a rider must be made before
the first rider briefing.

Starting in a race is considered as acceptance of the conditions and the eligibility of the other
competitors. The only exception to the above is when the protester can prove the facts were not given
to him before the rider briefing, then a protest can be lodged up to one hour after the posting of the
results.

Any other protest must be lodged within one hour of the first results being posted with the following
exceptions:

A protest of a rider (rider candé lpdgalgithin 60sninutesrafbet her r i
conclusion of the particular session the protested situation happened. Without lodging such a protest,
rider iAo shall not be entitled to appeal against t

A protest against any other decision, posted after the posting of the first results can be lodged within
one hour after the posting of this decision.
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403.05 - JUDGEMENT

Protest is to be decided by the Protest Judge. In the event of a protest, penalties may be agreed,
rejected or changed by the protest judge. If a protest is upheld by the Protest Judge, the fee must be
returned to the protester. Any judgement pronounced by the Protest Judge stays in effect until altered
by the Appeal Board.

403.06 - NOTIFICATION OF DECISION

All decisions by the protest judge, the minutes of the meeting and the justification of the decision must
be notified to the concerned parties in writing, including their right of appeal. A copy of the Protest
Judge decision must be posted in the same way as the results. The time of posting must be noted on
this copy.

404 - HEARING OF THE PROTEST
404.01 - RIGHT TO A HEARING

Any Person being party to a protest or being charged for an offence against the rules shall have the
right to be heard before the Protest judge in order to defend himself.

404.02 - WITNESSES AND EVIDENCE

It is the responsibility of the parties involved in a protest to ensure that withesses appearing on their
behalf together with any other evidence are present and the Protest judge at his/her sole discretion
may take their availability into account when determining the time of the hearing.

Any costs incurred by the appearance of withesses shall be borne by the respective parties unless
decided otherwise by the Protest judge.

In case there is no evidence of protested action, such protest shall be closed as a racing incident.

404.03 - THE HEARING PROCEDURE

The following procedure must be followed in all hearings unless otherwise stated elsewhere in these
rules:

A copy of the protest must be posted in the same way as the results. The time of posting must be
noted on this copy. Together with a copy of the protest, the Protest Judge must give written notice to
all parties of where and when the hearing will take place. Reasonable time shall be allowed to the
parties for the preparation to the hearing. If any party duly notified, fails to appear without giving an
acceptable reason, judgement can be rendered by default i.e., the missing party shall lose the protest.

Written minutes must be taken. Using the services of a secretary for taking minutes for Protest Judge
is allowed. The Secretary has no right to vote or act as interpreter. All parties to the case are entitled
to be present and to hear and question all evidence at the hearing up to the time the Protest judge
makes its decision.

If the hearing meeting involves a junior (less than 18 years of age) then he/she must be accompanied
throughout the meeting by an adult (parent/guardian).

The protest shall be read out to the parties. A party to the hearing who believes that a member of the
Juryisan i nt e pastybdretherwise not suitable to decide upon the protest shall object at the
beginning of the hearing and before he/she states his/her own case.
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Failing to do so will result in acceptance of the relevant jury member unless the party can prove that
the circumstances and facts resulting in the Ineligibility of the jury member came to his/her knowledge
only after this moment. In this case the party has to object immediately after having obtained the
relevant information. Then the Protest Judge shall decide whether all formal requirements of the
protest are fulfilled. Failures shall lead to the protest being void. The parties shall be given the
opportunity to give statements if failures are found and before a final decision on the formal legality of
the protest is taken.

The parties shall be invited to state their cases. The parties may call withesses. Each witness, after
having given his/her account of the case, may be questioned by all parties and by the Protest judge.
Any other evidence available may be presented.

The witnesses shall withdraw and the parties shall be invited to make a final statement of their cases.

The Protest Judge may recall any party, previous witness or new witness and call on any other
evidence to verify the facts. The parties must be present during the whole of the recall and must be
given the opportunity to question any new evidence after which they may re-make their final
statements. After all evidence has been assessed the situation with the protest may be discussed.
The hearing will then be closed and the Jury shall debate the case and take decision.

405 - THE APPEALS PROCEDURE

Unless stipulated differently below, the rules for the protest procedure shall apply to the appeals
procedure as well.

With reference to the appeals procedures, any time limits which end on a Saturday or Sunday shall
end on the following Monday. If the Appellant misses any time limit the appeal will be rejected as void.

The UIM will decideon Appeals arising from International event
Court of Appeal o.

The UIM will not decide on Appeals arising at UIM International Ordinary Events. Such appeals will
be handled by the organizing National Authority according to applicable national rules for Appeals.

405.01 - UIM INTERNATIONAL COURT OF APPEAL (ICA)

The ICA sits whenever the Chairman calls a meeting.

405.02 - INTERESTED PARTIES

No interested party shall be member of the ICA as set forth in the ICA rules.

405.03 - RIGHT OF APPEAL

A decision by a Protest Judge may be appealed by the parties involved in the hearing meeting when
they consider that an injustice has been made against them and/or fresh evidence has been made
available that may alter the decision of the Protest judge.

A rider can also appeal a penalty imposed against him without the prior lodging of a protest, but only
if this was not possible, because the protest judge has been dismissed before or within the protest
period.
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405.04 - NOTICE OF INTENTION TO APPEAL

The intention to appeal must be notified in writing to the Secretariat of the UIM by the interested party
within four days of the day following the Protest judge decision or in the case of a decision against
which a rider can appeal without the prior lodging of a protest within four days of the day following the
notification of this decision to the NA of the rider or if earlier to the rider concerned.

405.05 - THE TIME LIMIT

All appeal documents and fees must be received within ten days from the date when the notice to
appeal was received by the UIM Secretariat.

405.06 - LODGING OF AN APPEAL

The appeal must be sent by letter or E-mail and it must be signed by the appellant. The reasons for
the appeal must be stated.

Address, telephone and e-mail should be clearly mentioned on the appeal, so that the UIM can send
any correspondence directly to the rider with copy to relevant N.A.

405.07 - NOTIFICATIONS OF THE PARTIES OF THE APPEAL

The UIM Secretariat must within two days from receiving the appeal, notify by letter ( e mail) the other
parties that an appeal has been lodged and that they may send a rejoinder. Eventual rejoinders must
be received within ten days from receiving this notification.

405.08 - TIME LIMIT FOR DECISION ON APPEALS

All appeals must be determined no later than forty-five days after the date when the appeal documents
and fees were received by the UIM Secretariat.

405.09 - UIM INTERNATIONAL COURT OF APPEAL

The ICA takes its own decision based on every information available. The decision of the jury may be
upheld, changed or not upheld. The decision of the ICA is final.

405.10 - COSTS

For titled international championship series or for events which require a UIM Serial Licence, the
appeal fee is 20000. I n 2800i ti bo, thkbeUt Mdéorhaessobp
(IT meeting arrangements, telephone, laboratory, experts and other costs of the appeal procedure).

If the appellant requests the appeal procedure to be conducted in physical presence of the persons
involved, related extra costs in excess of the depos

The appeal fee for a single Ul M Event championship i
a4, to the UIM for possible costs of the | CA.

If during the procedure further costs arise, the Appellant has to deposit the missing amount
accordingly with 14 days from notification.

The rider who appeals has to pay for the meeting costs anyway if the appeal is upheld or not. If the
costs of the appeal procedure amount to less than defined above then the difference will be paid back
to the rider.
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The appeal fee of will be refunded if the appeal is upheld. In case driver appeals because the race
Jury has been dismissed before or within the protest period , appeal fee and deposit for handling cost
is 50% from defined above in this rule.

If the original decision is changed by the ICA it can decide to refund a percentage of the appeal fee if
appropriate. If there is an infringement to, the Chairman of the ICA can decide that the appeal is not
considered valid since the deadlines were not respected. In this case 50 % of the received appeal fee
will be reimbursed to the appellant. Further appeal fees or deposits as foreseen in the ICA rules do

not apply.

406 - UIM PENALTIES
406.01 - GENERAL

Any proven breach of applicable Rules may be penalised. If the rules do not determine a special
penalty for the relevant breach, the penalty to be given has to be proportional to the seriousness of
the breach. The proportionality is at the discretion of the decision maker.

The UIM Executive Committee or the relevant National Authority shall only impose penalties, when
they deem the relevant infringement to be so serious, that it has to be penalized although the
deadlines for penalizing or lodging a protest have already expired. After the expiry of the
aforementioned deadlines, a penalty for an ordinary breach of the rules shall in general not be
imposed. The Protest judge or the ICA following a protest or an appeal can (only) impose penalties.

406.02 - DEADLINES FOR PENALIZING

The first posted results are provisional for one hour. The National Authority and/or the UIM Executive
Committee can only impose penalties within 3 months from the day, the infringement occurred.

These deadlines are not valid for penalties imposed by the Protest Judge for the reason of post race
technical scrutinizing and under the condition that this is stated on the results sheet. In this case, the
results will remain provisional until one hour after the finalization of the post race scrutineering.

The date and time of finalization of the post race scrutineering must be recorded by the Technical
Scrutineer or other technical scrutinizer in charge.

If the post race scrutineering cannot be finalized until the end of the Event and the Protest Judge has
already left the race site, the penalty has to be imposed as soon as possible after the receipt of the
scrutinizing results.

406.03 - UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIOUR

In order to protect the interests of the sporting community, the following actions may also be penalised
by the Protest Judge, by the UIM Executive Committee or by the NA of the Licence Holder.

- any deliberate act taken to gain unfair advantage.

- any false act made or statement given with the intention of suppressing facts required for the proper
conduct of the race.

- any Attempt to bribe or the taking of a bribe.

- any abusive or unsportsmanlike behaviour.
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406.04 - REPRIMAND

A Reprimand is a notice of disapproval of an unacceptable action. It must be recorded by the Race
Direction.

A reprimand must be witnessed. A reprimand automatically constitutes warning that if the offence
recurs, a heavier penalty will be given. A Reprimand is valid for 12 month. A reprimand can be given
by the Protest Judge, or the National Authority of the Licence Holder.

406.05 - YELLOW/RED/BLUE CARDS

A yellow or red card may be given by the O.0.D. or the UIM Commissioner.A yellow or red card will
be confirmed on UIM form which will be posted with the results and if it is confirmed it must be included
in the commissioners report. The recipient must be notified privately before a red card or yellow or
blue is posted.

The driver has one hour from the posting of the penalty to protest. If the protest is not upheld, he/she
can make an appeal. A yellow/red card received in all UIM disciplines and classes count towards the
drivers CV and shall be accumulated.

Yellow/red cards can only be given for bad behaviour on the water including:
- up to two yellow cards at a time for dangerous driving.

- one red card for extreme blatant dangerous driving.

A driver who receives a red card is immediately disqualified from that event.

Receiving a third yellow card equals to a red card and carries the same penalties/actions. A driver
with a red card shall lose the right to take part in any UIM activities on the water for two months. In
addition, during the two years following the receipt of the card, he/she is not eligible for the first UIM
titled race in the discipline or class in which he/she received the card. Further penalties may be applied
on a national | NAL e | by the driveros

All yellow cards will remain valid for the four UIM events (any UIM sanctioned races, titled or not) in
which he/she competes following the date on which the last yellow card was delivered or 36 calendar
months from this date. Yellow/red cards must be notified to the UIM and National Authority of the
competitor concerned within three days of completion of the event.The UIM will notify all National
Authorities when a driver has a red card and is therefore suspended from international competition.

To be applied to all people in the paddock and to UIM competitors also out of competition:

A blue card can be given by the UIM commissioner/ OOD/ UIM Race Director for any offensive,
unsportsmanlike, abusive etc, behavior during an event. Two blue cards may be given for blatant and
unlawful misconduct.

Blue card(s) can also be given by the relevant UIM Commission or Committee, by the UIM Executive
Committee or by the NA of the competitor for any offensive, unsportsmanlike, abusive and herby
unlawful behavior committed in the media or in any other way vis a vis the public and in relation to
UIM, UIM officials, promotors, local organizers.

A blue card will remain valid for one year from the date of issue. A second blue card leads to
disqualification (if issued against a driver) from all results obtained at the event where the incident
occurred and to suspension from the rest of the event and from all UIM titled races in all disciplines
or classes as a driver or team member for the next 4 weeks. If the second blue card is given for out
of competition activity the penalty will be prolonged suspension for one future event, designated by
the same body that issued the second blue card.
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406.06 - DISQUALIFICATION

Disqualification deletes a competitor from the results of the heat or race where the offence occurred.
Disqualification is done by the Race Direction.

406.07 - TEMPORARY SUSPENSION

Temporary suspension suspends a competitor, a competitor together with crew, a crew member, or
an Official from all or part of an Event. Temporary Suspension may be given for serious indiscipline.
Temporary Suspension will be imposed by the Race Direction.

406.08 - PROLONGED SUSPENSION

Prolonged suspension can be imposed on a competitor, an Official or an organisation for deliberate
fraud, repeated or very serious indiscipline or very serious misconduct. Prolonged Suspension can
be imposed only by the NA of the licence holder or organisation, or by the UIM Executive Committee.
A Prolonged Suspension is always International. The NA must immediately inform the UIM of a
Prol onged Suspension and the UIM must inform all oth

406.09 - EXCLUSION

Exclusion means a permanent loss of all rights to take part in any activities falling under the UIM and
its affiliated organisations. A Person or an organisation who has committed a moral or sporting offence
of extreme gravity is liable to be excluded. A sentence of exclusion can be pronounced only by the
NA of the licence holder or organisation, or by the UIM Executive Committee. Exclusion is always
International. The NA must immediately inform the UIM when it has imposed a sentence of Exclusion
and the UIM must inform all other NA&. In the case of suspension, prolonged suspension or exclusion,
all National Authorities and therefore their affiliated clubs bind themselves to respect the decision and
apply it in their own country.

407 - PRIORITY OF THESE RULES

The course of the UIM has to be exhausted, before the dispute can be brought before civil court.

409 - ARBITRATION

Any decision rendered by the UIM International Court
before the Court of Arbitration for Sport (ACASO) i
authority to resolve the dispute in accordance with the Code of Sports-related Arbitration.

The time limit for filing an appeal at CAS is fifteen (15) days from the date of receipt of the full reasoned
verdict issued by the ICA.

All CAS administrative and arbitration-related costs and fees shall be borne entirely by the Appellant,
unless the final arbitration award provides otherwise and orders the UIM to reimburse part of such
costs.

The applicable law shall be that of Monaco, and the language of the proceedings shall be English.
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500 - TECHNICAL RULES

To be able to participate in the event, every rider has to pass a technical inspection of his/her

b) Every surfboard participating in the UIM MotoSurf competitions shall have enough power to
allow its rider to use it in the standing position operating in gliding mode.

C) None of the manufacturers shall clash any patent or trademark right with other competing
manufacturers. Each manufacturer shall sign an
Promoter is authorized to request the documents stating and documenting such condition.

d) Each board registered to the race weekend shall be based on the production type of the board

coming from each particular manufacturer. Competing with a prototype board is not allowed.
Based on request from the Promoter, each manufacturer is obliged to prove that the particular
type of the board registered into the competition has been previously produced in minimum
volume of 50 pieces.

e) Each board registered to the competition must have its genuine number of the engine and on
the hull. Such number shall be shown to the Technical Scrutineer based on request. Missing
of such number shall lead to denial of registration process and preventing from labelling the
board with approving sticker.

- Riders with the provided propulsion kits are under supervision of the technical staff of the
Promoter. Such riders store the boards in designated area and protected area of the Promoter.

Inspection of security features is conducted by the Technical Scrutineer of the race. The inspection
is focused on the following:

Violation of the rules of Parc Fermé is
punishable by a warning, financial penalty or disqualification.

Such personnel is announced by rider the drawing session. In case there is a change of the personnel
during the weekend, such change has to be requested to Supervised boards Technical
Commissioner.

- After every session, every rider is required to stay in parc fermé for at least 6 minutes (time on the
digital clock). The 6 minutes slot starts after last racer from the group the last has entered the parc
fermé. Every rider is obliged to return to parc fermé at earliest possible convenience. The rider is
requested to stay in the parc fermé area for the whole duration of 6 minutes time window. Earlier exit
from the parc fermé will be penalized by financial penalty of 20 EUR.
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Second penalty of the weekend is penalized with DNF from the last concluded session. After the 6
minutes parc fermé procedure, every rider is required to proceed to supervised area immediately
where time window of 10 minutes is allocated for boards maintenance, cleaning, charger plug-in,
refuelling etc.

Any other action is based on request at Supervised boards Technical Commissioner.

- Before every session, each rider is authorized to enter the supervised area 20 minutes before his/her
next sessions starts. Entrance has to be notified to Supervised boards Technical Commissioner. In
this window, every rider is required to get ready and proceed to waiting area before the session starts.

- After last session of the day, every rider is required to flush the board and the engine not later than
one hour after the session concludes.

- During the day, when the supervised area is closed, none of the racer, nor mechanics, norhelpers i
in general, none of the ridero6s authorized personnel
approved by the Supervised boards Technical Commissioner

- On Sunday, after the final session of the day, each rider is required to flush the engine, the board,
and to disassemble the engine for return to Supervised boards technical commissioner at earliest
possible convenience,but no later than 30 minutes before the podium ceremony starts (according to
schedule).

- Supervised boards Technical Commissioner is authorized to appoint the official service technicians
to perform control procedure whenever it is necessary.

- Technical Commissioners in Parc Fermé / Supervised Area have right to require longerwaiting time
in the area / other organization matter and perform any check or require other procedures if Technical
check is needed or situation requires such action.

NON-SUPERVISED BOARDS

- Every rider has right to choose 1 (one) person authorized to enter parc fermé. Such personnel is
approved by the rider when asked by the Technical Scrutineer.

E-foil Masters is the latest addition to the electric racing section of the MotoSurf World
Championship. Due to safety reasons, the E-foil Masters is raced on a separate race course on
electric powered foils devices.

An eFoil is a watercraft that combines surfing, hydrofoiling and electric propulsion. A surfboard-like
deck is equipped with a hydrofoil below the water's surface. The hydrofoil is connected to a powerful
electric engine, usually mounted in a waterproof compartment beneath the board. This engine
powers a propeller or jet at the base of the mast. The forward thrust that is created allows the rider
to glide above the water's surface, without the need for wind or waves.

1000.01 NATIONS CUP RULES

1000.01.01 - GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The Nations Team is composed of one male and one female athlete. In total, they compete for 10
laps where 5 laps are done by one athlete, the rest of the session is concluded by the other athlete.
In lap Nr. 5 (when Nr. 5 is seen on the signalization board), athletes come to the shore where pass
the Shut off key to their team mate.

1000.01.02 - TEAM SWAP

After passing lap Nr. 5, the rider makes his/her way throught the designated corridor for the Team
Swap. The rider has to make his/her way to the numbered stopping gate and stop the board within
the stopping gate. The rider has to stop, leave the board inside the stopping gate and make his/her
way to the shore to make the Shut off key swap. Riders stopping at the gate with particular number
have to pass the Shut Off key to his/her team mate waiting by the same stand marked with number
corresponding to the number of the stopping gate. Numbers of the stopping gate reflect the
gualification position of the Team.

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1000.01.03 - SHUT OFF KEY SWAP

- Every national team is able to enter heats and finals with only 1 (one) shut off key per team.
Before every session, such shut off key is checked by the Technical commissioner in the
waiting area. If the controlled shut off key is not approved, the team has to find a suitable
shut off key.

- Ifthe team is not able to find such shut off key, the team will not be allowed to start the
session. Riders are not allowed to use any other shut off key than the one approved by the
commissioner in the waiting area.

- Riders waiting for their team mate to conclude the Shut off key swap, must have their boards
deactivated. Deactivation of the board will be checked by the Technical Scrutineer.

Any change of the shut off key after the check of the Technical Commissioner will lead to
disqualification from the session.

1000.01.03.01 - RIDER COMING OUT OF THE WATERR

- Rider arriving to the shore has to stop their board in the stopping gate and get out of the
board and head to the shore.

- Rider coming to the shore has to slow down from the first buoy marking the water swapping
corridor (the buoy announced at the riders briefing) and start riding in the displacement mode
of cruising and keep constant speed. Riders are not allowed to significantly change speed.
Since passing this buoy, rider is not allowed to gain/lose positions when riding until reaching
of the stopping gate. The only exception is crash of the other rider.

- Displacement mode of cruising refers to a boat operating at a speed where it pushes through
the water rather than riding on top of it. In this mode, the boat's hull creates a wave as it
moves, and the speed is limited by the hull shape.

- Rider has to stop the board in the stopping gate, has to park the board in the marked area.
When the board is placed the stopping area with its nose heading to the front side of the
stopping area mark, rider can untie his/her leash and start making her/his way to the shore.

- Rider is allowed to provide any kind of help to his/her team mate such as i carrying the board
to the water, putting the Shut off key on wrist.

- The only correctly put shut-off key is the one that is clicked and installed on the wrist.

1000.01.03.02 - RIDER WAITING ON THE SHORE

- Rider waiting on the shore is ready with the full equipment necessary for participation in the
session, including leash.

- Rider is waiting for their his/her team mate to come to him/her to pass the Shut off key for its
installation.

- As soon as the shut off key is properly installed on the wrist of the waiting rider, such rider
can start moving his/her board to the water. It is up to the rider where the board is started.

- The rider waiting on the shore has to follow instructions of the correct racing track when
launching the board to the water as per announcement on the riders briefing.

- Rider waiting on the shore concludes the remainder of the laps and ends the session with
crossing the checkered flag.

Gliding mode: operational regime when the Personal Water Craft slides from displacement mode of
sailing into gliding by getting enough speed to glide on the water causing minimal displacement of the
craft.

Leash: A leg rope or surfboard leash is a urethane cord attached to the deck of a surfboard,on the
control handle. It prevents the surfboard from being swept away by waves and stops runaway
surfboards from hitting others on the race track.
